The Young Women’s Hostel was a Salvation Army Hostel for girls and young women that was opened in 1912 in
Elizabeth Street, Sydney. It closed in 1924 and moved to Moore Park, where it held up to 130 girls. It operated
until 1973 as a hostel for working girls.
