It is in the Police Department
buildings in Cimitiere Street which opened at the same time. The Prison is a remand centre with a capacity for up
to 33 men and women. It is likely to have held inmates under the age of 18.

Although the Police Department ran the Launceston Reception Prison, the Law Department had oversight of its
inmates.
