Canning Highway Bethel Home, Applecross, was established in 1966 by Bethel Inc, an independent mission
society. It was an Aboriginal education and employment hostel, providing accommodation for up to 12 Aboriginal
students, male and female, going to high school in Perth. It had closed by 1982.
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
